Technical Education has given a very tough competition to commerce education in the recent
past but as the nature of commerce is unique and evergreen, it hasn't and shall never lose its
ground. As long as commercial activities in the economy are there, commerce would
continue to remain as important as blood in a human body

The scope and role of the commerce subject is very immense both in terms of planning own
career and for the country's economy. Entrepreneurship and start-ups are the preferred
choice of today's youth and Commerce as the chosen subject helps in achieving these
dreams.

A commerce student can pursue graduation with B.Com., BBA, BCA, and B.Voc. alongwith
any of the professional courses i.e. CA, CS, CMA and MBA. Post GST regime, employment
opportunities have multiplied exponentially in the field of taxation wherein a commerce
student can make a career after completion of CA, he can either do a job in companies or do
private practice as a tax consultant. Similarly after doing CS he can work in a secretarial
position in a company, which is mandatory for a company to have. After completing the
CMA, Good employment opportunities arise in manufacturing industries.

MBA can be done in several areas: Human Resource, Marketing, Finance, Information
Technology, Business Analytics, Production and International Business etc. Post M.B.A.
there are multiple opportunities in private as well as Government sector, with attractive
packages. If the student wants to pursue MBA in HR and Marketing, then he should go for
BBA. If he wants to opt MBA-Finance, Production, Business Analytics, Operation,
International Business, then he should do B.Com. If he wants to do MBA - Information
Technology then he should go for BCA.

A commerce student may also pursue graduation and post-graduation courses in Actuarial
Science. Actuarial science includes statistics, probability, mathematics, economics and the
people trained in it are called Actuaries who provide their services to various sectors such as
pension, insurance, finance, investments, data analysis etc. There is always a high demand
for actuaries as the above-mentioned sectors are essential for building a sustainable society.

Chartered Financial Analyst is yet another career option for a commerce student which can
be pursued post B.Com. or in the final year of B.Com. Pursuing it with MBA adds extra
benefits. CFA certification yields quality placement in the companies looking out for
professionals with in-depth knowledge of finance.

The government has been promoting B. Voc. Courses, which aims to provide employment
opportunities through vocational education. Commerce students may also appear for Bank
Probationary officer selection exams as the preparation for the same is similar to MBA
entrance exams. If successful in this, he can be directly appointed on the post of a manager in
the bank.

A B.Com. student can also do B. Ed. if he wishes to work in the education sector as a school
lecturer. Else after doing post-graduation he can appear for NET, SET, and Ph.D. to become
eligible for college lecturer in higher education. Commerce students can be successful in
securing a government job by preparing for various competitive examinations including
civil services during their graduation.

Present India is in an influential phase involving several social, cultural and economic
changes where the number of employment opportunities are declining as industry is unable
to find quality commerce graduates employable in terms of skills and knowledge, but it can
be safely said that the future of a student in commerce is bright as ever.
